GENERAL INFORMATION
All applicants are required to apply online. The application, application fee, and most supporting
materials are submitted through the online application.

Plan ahead so that you have enough time to prepare additional supporting materials such as official
transcripts, test scores, or other requirements as specified below.

Mail supplemental application materials in a single packet to the Office of Admission. Include a
Materials Cover Sheet, which can be downloaded from the instruction section of the online application
or found at www.newschool.edu/admission/coversheet/gr/.

Official transcripts and test scores can be sent directly to the admission office.

ALL supplemental materials are due at the same time that you submit your application. Your
application cannot be reviewed until all necessary items have been received by Admission.

Applicants must hold a bachelor’s degree (or equivalent of a US bachelor’s degree) from a college or
university.

DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED APPLICATION MATERIALS
1. APPLICATION: Complete the online application found at www.newschool.edu/docstudies/apply.

2. APPLICATION FEE: A non-refundable $50 application fee, payable as part of the online application.

3. OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS: Official sealed transcripts from every college/university attended for
undergraduate and graduate studies; applicants with foreign credentials please see the International
Applicants section.

4, STATEMENT OF PURPOSE: In approximately 1000 words, discuss in detail how this graduate certificate
program will help you attain your academic and/or professional goals.

5. RESUME: A one-page résumé/curriculum vitae summarizing your education, work/volunteer experience,
and/or published writing.

6. PORTFOLIO: The portfolio consists of two creative samples and a description of a proposed
documentary project. Your name and date of birth should appear clearly on all portfolio items you
submit. If you have any questions, please refer to Portfolio Frequently Asked Questions found at
www.newschool.edu/docstudies/fags.

- CREATIVE SAMPLE 1, VIDEO SELF PORTRAIT: In this short piece, reveal something specific about
yourself. View this project as a portrait of you in the world, or put another way, you in relation to the
objects, places, activities and/or people in your life. We advise you to: A) think visually, B) think in
terms of story, and C) show, and dont tell. Projects should be no longer than three (3) minutes in
length. Submit work as a DVD or flash drive. The applicant’s video self portrait will not be returned.
Submission of a link to an internet site for a sample of original work is not accepted.

- CREATIVE SAMPLE 2, OTHER CREATIVE WORK: Submit a sample of creative work over which you had
primary artistic control. A sample might consist of (but is not limited to) photography, audio, video,
film, writing (fiction, nonfiction, poetry, dramatic writing, or criticism) or slides of paintings, sculpture,
drawings, or installations. Work must be clearly labeled. Submit any video work on a DVD. Applicants
are encouraged whenever possible to submit all visual material on a DVD and printed materials on a
CD.The applicant’s creative sample will not be returned.

- CREATIVE SAMPLE 3, PROPOSED DOCUMENTARY PROJECT: In 2 double-spaced pages, propose a
short (10-25 minute) documentary project about something that moves you or excites your curiosity.

7. RECOMMENDATION LETTERS: Two recommendation letters should be written by individuals who have
personal knowledge of your work. Whenever possible, letters should come from faculty members who
have instructed the applicant. If necessary, professional recommendations should address skills that
are relevant to your academic qualifications to do graduate-level work.

INTERNATIONAL APPLICANTS OR APPLICANTS WITH FOREIGN CREDENTIALS

INTERNATIONAL TRANSCRIPTS

« All applicants with transcripts from international institutions are required to submit an original
transcript from each institution attended outside the United States. Additionally, a certified English
language translation must be provided for all official international transcripts that are not written in
English.

Applicants who would like to transfer academic credits earned at non-U.S. institutions are also required
to have their transcript(s) evaluated by World Education Services (WES) at www.wes.org, our preferred
provider, or by another member of the National Association of Credit Evaluation Services (NACES). A
course-by-course evaluation report must be prepared for each transcript. Please start the evaluation
process as early as possible, including the submission of all required documents to WES (or another
provider), in order to ensure the timely completion of the evaluation report. In addition, an admission
counselor may require a transcript evaluation by WES or an NACES-approved evaluator if it is deemed
a necessary part of the admission decision process, even when applicants do not want transfer credits
applied to a program of interest. Instruct the provider to send the report to

TOEFL or IELTS is not required if you are a citizen of any of the following countries and your native
language is English: England, Wales, Scotland, Ireland, Australia, New Zealand, Canada, or South Africa.
TOEFL or IELTS is not required if you have attended a US College/University for all 4 years and earned a
degree. Test scores must not be more than two years old.

Minimum Scores Required:
TOEFL Internet-based test: 100
IELTS: 7.0
