Official transcripts and test scores can be sent directly to the admission office.

ALL supplemental materials are due at the same time that you submit your application.

Finalize your portfolio and Parsons Challenge at the same time you submit your application. This
will help prevent any delays with reviewing your application as we need all required materials to be
received before we can place your application under review.

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DESCRIPTION OF REQUIRED APPLICATION MATERIALS
1. APPLICATION: Complete the online application found at www.newschool.edu/parsons/apply.

2. APPLICATION FEE: A non-refundable $50 application fee and $10 SlideRoom fee, payable as part of
the online application.

3. OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS: All applicants must submit official high school or college transcripts. Transfer
applicants who have completed fewer than 24 college credits from a semester system must also
submit high school transcripts.

4. SAT OR ACT RESULTS: Required of all applicants currently in American high schools.

5. PARSONS CHALLENGE—MUST BE COMPLETED IN SLIDEROOM ONLY: All applicants must complete
the Parsons Challenge. This exercise helps the admission committee understand how a future student
develops ideas, creates a theme, visually communicates that theme, and defends the work in writing.
Use any media to interpret your work that shares a common idea with 3 new pieces. Acceptable media
can be any: drawing, video, photography, sculpture, 3D work, collage, digital images, etc. You are
allowed to choose a consistent or varied medium.

INTERNATIONAL TRANSCRIPTS

« All applicants with transcripts from international institutions are required to submit an original
transcript from each institution attended outside the United States. Additionally, a certified English
language translation must be provided for all official international transcripts that are not written in
English.

Applicants who would like to transfer academic credits earned at non-U.S. institutions are also required
to have their transcript(s) evaluated by World Education Services (WES) at www.wes.org, our preferred
provider, or by another member of the National Association of Credit Evaluation Services (NACES). A
course-by-course evaluation report must be prepared for each transcript. Please start the evaluation
process as early as possible, including the submission of all required documents to WES (or another
provider), in order to ensure the timely completion of the evaluation report. In addition, an admission
counselor may require a transcript evaluation by WES or an NACES-approved evaluator if it is deemed
a necessary part of the admission decision process, even when applicants do not want transfer credits
applied to a program of interest. Instruct the provider to send the report to

ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY
« English is the language of instruction at The New School. You must be able to understand English well
and express yourself clearly in speech and writing.

TOEFL or IELTS is not required if you are a citizen of any of the following countries and your native
language is English: England, Wales, Scotland, Ireland, Australia, New Zealand, Canada, or South Africa.
TOEFL or IELTS is not required if you have earned a 4 year degree from a U.S. College/University.

Minimum Scores Required:
TOEFL Internet-based test: 92
IELTS: 7.0

« The TOEFL score report must be submitted directly to The New School by the Educational Testing Service

admission.
